At first there were
just two of us, but as time
progressed we were so busy
that we ended up with a
staff of five. Gary was re-
sponsible for getting the
building that later became
The Gray Hut moved to the
Park so that it would be eas-
ily accessible for everyone.
His priority was taking care
of our own First Respond-
ers. He also paid for free
internet service for the com-
puters he got donated that
was open to anyone. He
also paid for an internet
connection for AmeriCorps
as well as Campus Crusade
for Christ.
